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We have many wonderful cats who happen to:

· Have FeLV (feline leukemia virus)

· Have FIV (feline immunodeficiency virus)

· Be on chronic medication

· Be older

· Have another type of disability or special need

Adopting one of these cats can actually be an advantage! There are programs in place to make sure that owning one of these special cats is made easier and more affordable. 

Although your new pet will be your cat, you are considered a permanent foster home to the cat. This means that you will be able to take your cat to the vet for a low rescue price anytime you have a concern. This also means that you are able to fundraise in order to cover expenses.
Additionally, some of our cats on medication will have the medication covered by our organization for its lifetime.
